Operating Instructions

1. To connect to the DC power jack of the main chassis, push the DC output
plug of the adaptor following the channel guide.

(The adaptor image
is for reference only)

2. The power indicator @ glows in green when the power supply is
plugged in and works normally.

3. Insert the transmitters into the charging station in the correct direction.

4. Charging Indicator ® : red light denotes charging; green light denotes
full charge. No light when no transmitter is inserted.
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5. Cautions:

* Be sure to use the designated MIPRO power supply to avoid inadequate
voltage or current. Ensure input supply voltage does not exceed a
specified value to avoid damage to the charging station, rechargeable
batteries and transmitters. MIPRQO's switching power supply has an output
rating of 12 V / 0.5 A.

» Power off the charging station before charging.

* Do not use undesignated charging stations to avoid possible danger.

* The bodypack transmitter is not allowed to be inserted into the charging
slot when the belt clip is upside down.

Assembly of Multiple Charging Stations

1. Fitting tenon to mortise of another charging station, and using the
connecting plate to connect two charging stations.

5. To assemble multiple MP-800 charging stations, do likewise.
